Ro 6:12 Therefore, do not let sin exercise dominion in your mortal bodies, to make you obey their
passions

Ro 11:18 do not boast over the branches. If you do boast, remember that it is not you that support
the root, but the root that supports you.

Ro 11:20 That is true. They were broken off because of their unbelief, but you stand only through
faith. So do not become proud, but stand in awe.

Ro 12:2 Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your minds, so
that you may discern what is the will of God--what is good and acceptable and perfect.
