The Book of Discipline defines the role 

of the Lay Speaker as follows: 

“Lay speakers are to serve the local 

church or charge (or beyond the local 

church or charge) in any way in which 

their witness or leadership and service 

inspires the laity to deeper commitment 

to Christ and more effective discipleship, 

including the interpretation of the 

scriptures, doctrine, organization and 

ministries of the church.” 

 

Lay speaking does not mandate that you 

preach, teach or assume a leadership 

role in your congregation. However, the 

training will assist you in finding an 

appropriate role in which you may be of 

service and thus obey our Lord’s 

commandment to witness to all people. 

On  completion of the basic course, you 

will be certified as a “Local Church Lay 

Speaker” and to speak (preach) in your 

local church. Those who have completed 

the basic course and one advanced 

course will be certified as a “Certified Lay 

Speaker” to speak within their local 

church, within their district.
